We began with Anne outlining recent developments in GP training, including the CSA exam, e-portfolio requirements, ESR and panel review dates. Anne highlighted the difficulties for registrars in passing CSA and stressed the need to focus on consultation skills in the practice. 
With CSA in mind, we watched a video of a real registrar consultation and split into 3 small groups to discuss it. Joyce had amended the RCGP COT marking grid (attached) and we used this as a template for noting good and bad points of the performance of the registrar in the consultation. We reconvened as a large group and gave brief feedback. It was heartening that there was so much concordance between the views of trainers and thanks were to be passed on to the registrar who did very well in dealing with a patient who appeared a little confused about her agendas .

This would help with benchmarking and make it more likely that the registrar would be able to receive frank and honest feedback, even if it was negative. The idea was generally felt to be a good one and we will discuss it with registrars when the VTS reconvenes on 28th April
